Teaching in a secondary area, such as 

acoustics or music business, dependent upon candidate qualifications and department need. 

The successful candidate will participate fully in departmental activities including recruiting, advising, 

auditions, attending recitals, concerts, and recruiting events, and working collaboratively with faculty 

members from the music and theatre areas in the Performing Arts major.
